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CAHA RAFFLE GUIDELINES

Attn: All CAHA coaches / team managers:

As with previous seasons, CAHA will be conducting an association wide fund-raising raffle for the upcoming fall season. This raffle benefits CAHA and all of its members. The net proceeds from it is used to pay for the following: 1) referee fees for all league/district/LC playoff games for all CAHA teams, 2) each CAHA team’s Little Caesar’s MAHA & USA registration fees, 3) each CAHA team’s District playoff tournament entry fee and 4) all registered CAHA coaches’ continuing coaching classes incurred for the upcoming fall season. Any remaining funds will be used for CAHA’s house draft skate sessions and hockey training aids. 

Every player in the association is required to sell at least one (1) raffle book consisting of 15 tickets. There will be team and individual incentive prizes to sell additional books of tickets. Teams and individuals that sell more than the required 1 book will be competing for the following:

Team prize – Most Books sold as a “team”:

1st place – $500.00 cash prize for the team’s use 

Individual Prize – Most Books sold as a “player”:

1st place – 1 prepaid session in a skating clinic of their choice to be completed in the upcoming summer up to $500.00. If the player is a goalie, the player will have 1 prepaid session in a Goalie clinic up to $500.00

* In the case of a tie, the names of the teams and/or players will be placed into an individual drawing for the grand prize. Only the names that are drawn will receive the prize listed above.

The actual raffle will consist of 10 weekly drawings every Saturday starting in late November and ending in January. Each raffle will consist of 3 tickets being drawn. Weekly winners will be contacted and posted on CAHA’s web site. CAHA checks will be mailed out to the winners afterwards. The weekly cash prizes are as follows:

1st place - $200.00

2nd place - $100.00

3rd place - $50.00

All monies and ticket stubs must be turned into CAHA by all teams no later than November 15th, no exceptions please. Any outstanding tickets and /or books (above 1 book per player) not sold by that date MUST be turned back into CAHA. Any books or individual tickets not returned to CAHA will be charged back to the respective team. This amount will be shown on your team’s December ice bill. Raffle ticket stubs sold and turned in after this date will not guarantee entry in the overall raffle. The State of Michigan – Gaming Commission’s rules and regulations govern this registered raffle.

Team Managers:

Please turn in all monies (in the form of 1 team check), ticket stubs, a copy of your registered team roster and any unused tickets/books to the CAHA raffle coordinator. All items in a marked envelope will be left at the Edge ice rink and placed in the designated box behind the front counter. Please direct all questions to the Raffle Coordinator.
